We are part of NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde and work with and 
support, youth providers, to improve the health of the young people.
 
H4U offers an extensive package of support to youth providers; from identifying young people’s 
health needs, to effectively responding to them.  Through upskilling and asset building with youth 
workers, with health topic-based information, they become equipped with the skills necessary to 
pass on key health messages to the young people they work with.
 
The Gold Youth Achievement Award (YAA) is accredited by Youth Scotland and involves undertak-
ing and completing 8 challenges for a minimum of 15 hours each (including a presentation).  The 
set criteria focuses on the planning, organisation and leadership of your own activities.  Jennifer 
Johnstone, Manager - H4U Youth Health said;
